Day 1: Arrival in Québec City

Arrive and check-in at the world-famous Fairmont Chateau Frontenac, the most-photographed hotel in the
world. Itis majestically perched overlooking the St. Lawrence River within the largest walled city in North
America. Let's meet in the lobby to say “bonjour!” this afternoon. Then, our professional guide takes us on a
behind-the-scenes tour to tell the stories of the chateau'’s history and famous guests like Princess Grace,
Queen Elizabeth, Celine Dion, Charles de Gaulle, and Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Relax and enjoy breakfast at Le Chateau Frontenac. Just after noon, we board the high-speed luxury train
from Québec City to Gare Central (Montréal Central train station). Enjoy lunch (included) on the train.
Arrival time in Montréal is about 4 pm. The train station is located directly under the Fairmont Queen
Elizabeth, accessible to us by private entrance. After check-in, let's head over to Notre-Dame Basilica for a
tour and experience "Aura”, the dynamic Christmas multi-media show.
